This was a great success last year with competitors coming from 
several states and over $1000 in prizes for our winners. This year we will be adding a  new 
Preliminary Classic 3-Day division as well.   The Preliminary and Training Classic 3-Day are 
an educational experience as well as a competitive one.  The riders receive educational 
seminars before and during the event on how to best prepare for the Classic 3-Day Format. 
Then they compete in all three phases, plus the exciting “Steeplechase.”  This offers even 
more opportunity for our sponsors to be recognized, as we expect competitors from CA, AZ, 
NM, NV, CO, UT, WY and Texas to participate in this year's challenge.  Sponsorships for this 
division are also available and we expect it to be very well attended.
